· the correct fees according to the current schedule of fees.   If any application is unsuccessful, any overpayment will be credited to your account and may be used for examination fees.

· Certified copies of the qualifications on which your application is based.   The copies must show the subjects you have passed with, if possible, marks/grades awarded.

2. The onus is on you to determine which subjects are relevant to your study programme, and the Institute accepts no liability if at any time or for any reason these subjects are not relevant.

3. No application for exemption will be considered by telephone, fax or E-mail.
GUIDELINES TO THE INSTITUTES EXEMPTION POLICY

1.  Exemptions will NOT be granted for a qualification-

· Awarded by a college or other training institution;

· Awarded where the examination is NOT  a public examination, except in the case of a university,

· Awarded by a foreign Institute that has no representative in Zimbabwe except for IoBSA, SAIM, IISA and ICB of South Africa and any “Chartered” Institute of the UK.

Awarded for a subject that is NOT examined according to-

a) Roman-Dutch law or Zimbabwe of South African legislation where appropriate

b) International Accounting Standards or Generally Accepted Accounting Practices of South Africa where appropriate.

c) Practice and procedures that appropriate and relevant in Southern Africa.

2. Exemptions will NOT be granted from any IAC Diploma subject or level 3 subject

3. Exemptions will NOT be granted from any level 2 subject unless a pass or exemption has been granted for the subject at level 1

4. Exemptions will NOT be granted for a qualification awarded more than 10 years earlier.

5. Exemptions MAY be granted in appropriate subjects for qualifications awarded by-

· University of Zimbabwe, Zimbabwe Open University and Nation University of Science and Technology degrees supported by the Academic Transcript.

· South African Universities affiliated to the SA University Vice-Chancellors’ Association;

· Institute of Chartered Secretaries and Administrators, Zimbabwe Institute of Management,

· Institute of Credit Management, Institute of Bankers of Zimbabwe, Institute of Marketing Management, Association of Chartered Certified Accountants and Chartered Institute of Management Accountants where that institute has awarded a pass (NOT and exemption) in a subject where the level  and syllabus equate in the opinion of the Institute;

· London Chamber of Commerce and Industry passes at Third Level, National Diploma passes, Foundation for Business Diploma Zimbabwe Association of Accounting Technicians Diploma level and Institute of Certified Bookkeepers Fellowship Level Certificate may qualify for IAC Certificate subjects;

· National HIGHER Diploma passes and Zimbabwe Association of Accounting Technicians Diploma passes may qualify for IAC Higher Certificate subjects.  Especially if a credit was obtained.

6.   As further guidance.   Please note that the Institute does NOT grant subjects until the complete National Diploma has also been passed;

· National Certificate or Nations Intermediate Diploma subjects until the complete National Diploma has also been passed;

· The Institute of Commercial Management

· Subjects titled “Principles of…” such as economics and Management, regardless of the syllabus content since IAC examines theory and practice.

7. The maximum number of exemptions that may be granted to any person is TEN.

8. Where on application results in six or more exemptions being granted, the fee payable will be for SIX exemptions only.
